Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR)

The E/LE curriculum in CLM follows the European guidelines for languages detailed in the Common European Framework of Reference: learning, teaching and
evaluation, 2001 (CEFR), developed for Spanish by the Instituto Cervantes in its Curricular Plan of 2006.

The CEFR forms an essential part of the general project on linguistic policy of the European Council, which has been making a considerable and well-founded effort
to unify guidelines for learning and teaching within the European context since 1971. It describes the common reference levels as a flexible series of levels of achievement
defined by appropriate mediators. The adopted focus is based on an analysis of language use in function with the strategies used by students to carry out certain activities

and processes. It assesses to what extent they can acquire the general competence and communication skills required for understanding texts and constructing discourse
on certain issues and complete the tasks they face under the conditions and restrictions of the situations which arise in the different areas of social life.

Intensive Spanish Language Courses (CILE)

CILE COURSES

(From January to December)

4 Weeks (80 hours - 4 hours of class per day)
3 Weeks (60 hours - 4 hours of class per day)
2 Weeks (40 hours - 4 hours of class per day)

The Intensive Spanish Language Courses (CILE) are designed for those students who wish to start learning
or improve their Spanish during a short stay in our country. An essentially communicative approach is followed in
these courses along with the use of the most up-to-date audio-visual technology. The average number of students
per group is 12.

These intensive courses are offered from January to December; the day before each course begins there is
a level test which means that anyone arriving at CLM at the beginning of a course can join a CILE at their corresponding level. For courses that begin halfway through the
month, we can only guarantee the levels that are underway and recommend absolute beginners to start at the beginning of the month. It is also possible to follow these
courses for a number of months with the guarantee that a group will exist at every level A1 to C1 (1 Beginners to 8 Superior), as long as there is a minimum of 10 students

per group.

Assessment will be on a continuous basis and progress will also be evaluated in the end-of-course exam.

From October to December and from February to May, students who have passed level B1.1 Spanish (CLM- 4 Intermediate) can enrol in individual subjects from the
Spanish Language and Culture Course and those who have passed level B2.1 (CLM — 6 Advanced) can enrol in individual subjects from the Hispanic Studies Course.
This course is compatible with the Internship Program for Foreign Students. Also, during the summer months different language and culture subjects are offered (see below).

Spanish Language and Culture Courses in the Summer

» Intensive Spanish Language
and Culture Courses (CILYC)

During the months of June, July and August, CLM offers
students Intensive Courses in Spanish Language and Culture.
These courses combine language and culture giving students
the opportunity to develop and improve their linguistic skills
whilst enjoying an introduction to the major topics of Spanish
culture. Students should do a level test and pass A2+ (CLM
- 3 Lower Intermediate). These courses are offered at B1,
B2 and C levels depending on demand.

This course involves 90 hours in total. Students take
classes Monday through Friday throughout the month. The
subjects can be combined in different ways to make up the
90 hours:

- Spanish Language (45hrs) + one 45-hour subject

- Two 45-hour subjects

- Spanish Language (45 hrs) + two 22.5-hour subjects

- Spanish Language and Culture Subjects

These subjects are offered to students who can demonstrate that they have passed level A2+ (CLM - 3 lower intermediate); Each subject involves 22,5 teaching hours
or 45 teaching hours. In adition to the language and culture subjects offered above, a 10 hour option is available for Conversation Practice. Groups are only formed if

the minimum requirement of 10 students is met.

In August only the following subjects are available: Conversation Practice (10h / 22,5h), Spanish Civilization and Culture (22,5h), Introduction to Business Spanish

(22,5h), Latin American Civilization and Culture (22,5h), Spanish and Latin American Civilization and Culture (45h)

On-line Certification of Spanish Proficiency B1/B2

The Modern Language Centre of the University of Granada offers you the possibility of having your level of Spanish proficiency B1/B2 officially certified. It is therefore
a bi-level test, which is recognised by the University of Granada, ACLES (the Spanish Association of Language Centres in Higher Education), CERCLES (the European
Confederation of Language Centres in Higher Education) and CRUE (the Confederation of Spanish University Rectors).

The test is aimed for those who want to certify their B1 or B2 level of Spanish proficiency for professional or academic purposes, as well as to qualify for undergraduate,
graduate and mobility programmes at all the Universities that recognise it. The test is taken on line, with the oral part being conducted via Skype. Test takers can sit the
exam anywhere around the world (in a venue conveniently authorised by the CLM).

Diploma in Spanish as a Foreign La

The Diploma in Spanish as a Foreign Language (DELE) is an official qualification certifying the student's
level of competence and command of the Spanish language. It is awarded by the Instituto Cervantes on
behalf of the Spanish Ministry of Education and is recognised throughout the world by private companies,
Chambers of Commerce and public and private teaching establishments. This Diploma is especially useful
in educational and professional fields as it opens up promotion opportunities and entrance into the education
system both in Spain and over 100 other countries where the exam is held.

The exams for levels A2, B1, B2, C1 and C2 are divided into five parts with different exercises and
level A1 into four. Each part includes different exercises. In order to obtain this diploma you need to pass
all parts of the exam in one sitting. These exams are usually held in May and November every year.

The Spanish as a Foreign Language Courses (CELE) are designed for those people who wish to start learning
or improve their Spanish in our country and are spemally recommended for those students who would like to combine
their studies of Spanish with other studies or a job. An essentially communicative approach will be followed with use

of the most up-to-date audio visual technology.

at least 80% of the classes and passed the final exam.

Students take a level test on the date specified in the course calendar to determine which level they should
study. We offer 9 different levels as long as the minimum requirement of 10 students per group is met.

Within The Spanish as a Foreign Language Course, students have the possibility of choosing Business Spanish. This is aimed at students who wish to widen their
knowledge of the professional world and develop associated skills. Communicative language skills and general competencies will be worked on as well as the skills a
student would need to interact in business circles in the Spanish-speaking world. Key aspects of Spanish and Latin American economies will be analysed from a sectorial
and current perspective. This course is open to students with CLM levels 6 - 9.

Assessment will be on a continuous basis and progress will also be evaluated in the end-of-course exam.

Spanish Language and Culture Course (CLCE)

The Spanish Language and Culture Course is aimed at
students and professionals who wish to acquire a wider
knowledge of Spanish whilst learning about some of the main
features of Spanish history and culture.

The course is taught in two periods - October to December
(Fall) and from February to May (Spring).

Students in the Spanish Language and Culture course
can choose four or five subjects from those offered by CLM
for each period. One of these subjects may be a Modern
Language Course offered by CLM.

Depending in students’ needs and the length of their
stay in Granada, they can take some of the subjects from the
Optional January Course.

Each subject in the Spanish Language and Culture
Course has 45 teaching hours and a regular weekly timetable
in line with the general schedule programmed by CLM.

CLCE IN SPANISH

To take this course, students require prior knowledge of
Spanish (i.e. have passed level B1.1, CLM - 4 Intermediate).
CLM recommends students to take an Intensive Spanish
Language Course (CILE) in September or January before
beginning the Spanish Language and Culture Course.

Students who successfully complete CLCE in the Fall
can then enrol in the Hispanic Studies Course in the spring.
Those who have completed ten subjects in total (CLCE Fall
and CEH Spring) will be entitled to receive the Diploma in
Hispanic Studies.

CLCE IN ENGLISH

Those students with lower levels of Spanish, between
level A1 (CLM - 1 Beginner) to B1.1 (CLM - 4 Intermediate),
can do the two obligatory subjects from Spanish Language
(Speaking and Writing Skills and Spanish Grammar) and
complete the rest of the course in English.

Students who have successfully completed CLCE in
English in the Fall semester in levels A2+ (Lower Intermediate)
or B1.1(CLM- 4 Intermediate) may enrol for CLCE in Spanish
in the Spring semester.

Hispanic Studies Course (CEH)

The Hispanic Studies Course is aimed
at students and professionals who wish to
acquire a deeper knowledge of Spanish
language and culture. This course offers a
wide variety of subjects taught by specialists
from the University of Granada.

Students must already have a high
command of Spanish to be able to follow
these subjects (i.e. have passed level B2.1
(CLM - 6 Advanced)). For this reason, CLM
always recommends students to take an
Intensive Spanish Language Course (CILE)
before beginning the Hispanic Studies
Course.

The CEH Course is taught in two
periods - from October to December (Fall)
and from February to May (Spring).
Students can choose the first period, the
second period or both (the Complete
Hispanic Studies Course).

Students in this course can choose
four or five subjects offered by CLM for
each period. One of these subjects may
be a Modern Language Course offered by
CLM. Depending on students' needs and
the length of their stay in Granada, they
can take some of the subjects from the
Optional January Course.

Each subject in the Hispanic Studies
Course has 45 teaching hours and a regular
weekly timetable in line with the general
schedule programmed by CLM.

Internship Program for Foreign Studen

The Internship Program for Foreign Students (PPEE) is aimed at university
students and professionals interested in broadening their studies through professional

internships in a wide range of institutions.

The program takes place in two periods, one from October to December (Fall)
and the other from February to May (Spring).
The Internship Program offers three options:

a) Business Internship thanks to a Co-operation Agreement between Andalucia
